Game Time Limits:

- All pool play and finals games will be 12 minute halves with 2 minutes for
half time.

- There will be no extra time for all pool play and semi final games, draws are
allowed.

- Finals — if both teams are on same points at full time. An extra 5 minutes
each way will be played. Using golden point rules, the first team to score a
try wins. If teams are still on even points, they will share the win.

Points:
- Win=4

Draw =2

Loss within3 =1

- Loss=0
Cross over:

- Rankings from pool play will be decided through game points. If two teams
sit on the same amount of points, rankings will fall back on points
differential.

- Straight cross over from pool play to finials. Example: 1v1,2v 2,3 v3.. etc.

Scrums:
- Uncontested Scrums.
Lineouts:

- Contested with lifting.

Match Officials and Protocol:
- Match officials will be assigned to each game.
- 3x water carriers pre team aloud on the field at one time.

- Rolling subs at any stoppage.
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Information and results:

- All game information and points tables will be at the information tent
outside of the Buller Rugby Offices at venue.

Food and beverage:
- Teams to self provide all lunch, snack and dinner food.

- Breakfast club is provided for all teams on Monday 2" and Tuesday 3™
September. This includes Toast, Cereal, and Hot drinks. (Location TBC).

Playing area:

- The playing fields will be clearly marked. Only players and management are
to be inside the playing area during their game time.

- There will be off field space to use as team warm up areas.

Number of players:

- Each team has no more than 10 players on the field during play. You can
register as many players as you like for your tournament team.

Combined teams:

- Combined school teams are allowed in this tournament. Both schools must
agree, with signed paperwork from principles.

- Players who are home-schooled and U18 players who have left school, are
eligible to participate in this tournament, must be signed off by school
principle.

Information pack:

- Team information packs will be ready to collect upon your arrive. Please
collect from Buller Rugby information tent at venue.

Tent area:

- We encourage each team to bring a gazebo or tent to set up as their base for
the tournament.

Parking:

- Parking for teams is available in car park area. Alternatively, roadside parking
is available and free of charge.
